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Background

Voluntary organisations are counted upon to support in a variety of arenas and developmental activities, on the same time their capacity and legitimacy to do so is increasingly questioned. There are an estimated 2 million Civil Society Organizations (CSO) in the country, with their growing recognition and an increasing emphasis on the need for their involvement in every aspect of development; CSO are becoming more specialized with growing professionalism. The sector as a result has been facing a time when it needs to provide a clear response both to the government, donors, and mainly to the public about their being transparent, open and credible. Voluntary Action Network India (VANI) is an apex body of Indian NGOs based in New Delhi that comprises 243 organisations, 19 networks and 42 individuals.
