Voluntary Action Network India, popularly known as VANI, is
an apex body of Indian NGOs. It came into being in 1988
under the Societies Registration Act of 1860 to foster
collective approach to voluntary action in the country. VANI
currently has a membership of over 2200 organisations in
India across 24 states. It has acted as a platform for national
level advocacy on issues and policies confronting the devel-
opment sector.

Since its inception, VANI has been active in voluntary
action in the country. It has been working as a catalyst
between central and state governments and their
machineries on the one hand and Indian NGOs on the other.
VANI represents NGOs' concerns and issues through
advocacy, networking, and sensitising the government.

VANI was formed with the following objectives:

To strengthen voluntarism, and to work towards creating
an authentic, positive and supportive climate for voluntary
action, as well as to protect and promote the political and
cultural space for voluntary action in the country;

To be a common platform for those concerned about
various issues of development affecting the poor in the
country;

To facilitate the formation of platforms and federations for
the promotion of voluntary action in relation to issues
affecting the poor;

To be a forum for sharing perspectives and analysis of

national and international forces, laws, policies,
programmes and structures, and their implications for
people and voluntary action, and for taking appropriate
action;
To promote the following values in voluntary action in
society:

Decentralisation

Democracy

Freedom from discrimination

Freedom of information, independence of thought

Gender equality

Secularism

Simple, sustainable lifestyle
To identify, address and challenge contradictory tendencies
and counter forces within the voluntary sector;
To provide support and strength to voluntary workers and
organisations, particularly at times of hardship;
To undertake advocacy on issues of concern to voluntary
action with the government, national and international
agencies, elected representatives, political parties, trade
unions, business and industry, and other structures of
power;
To facilitate, and if necessary, coordinate campaigns on
emerging issues which affect people and voluntary action
in the country.

| PREFACE |

Dear Readers,

am pleased to present you the 18th annual report of Voluntary Action Network India

(VANI) for the financial period 2005-2006. The period under review has been an

important one as our efforts in putting together various planks in branding and
servicing our membership met with good response and success. This of course has not
been without trials and experiments at the secretariat.

The period under review has been important from various perspectives ranging from
policy dialogues to networking to capacity building of our members to establishment
of information dissemination channels to service our members and other stakeholders
not only well but also in a time bound manner. This has led to better action
undertaken by our members at the grass root.

National advocacy on various policies and issues under the review period is of
special mention. VANI’s efforts in advocating for better enabling environment bore
fruits and voluntary sector currently is on the verge of getting a national policy on
voluntary sector, scripted by its own people. This effort in future will create a robust
model of GO-NGO participation in policy making exercise beyond just being a partner
in project and programme implementation. Our efforts in convincing the government
to quantify the contribution of voluntary sector in relation to the national GDP is of
special mention. The exercise to quantify our sector’s contribution in absolute terms
has already been initiated by the Ministry of Programme Implementation and Statistics
with VANI on its task force. The results of the exercise once complete will go a long
way in increasing both the image and branding of our sector. The exercise will set new
framework of voluntary sector involvement in country’s economic growth in percent-
age terms, which may well be in vicinity of 3 percent and subsequently raise the bar
for excellence.

VANI’s efforts in advocating for better FCRA regime, its simplification and
transparency have also met with reasonable success with GOM’s looking at FCMC
deciding to drop FCMC and agreeing to consider FCRA from stake holders’ perspective
to make it more relevant in changing economic landscape of our country. VANI is alive
to the issue and has been working hard to safeguard the interests of the sector.
Followed by our efforts, Ministry of Home recently launched FCRA online where
voluntary agencies can submit both their FC-3 and FC-8 virtually and without problem.
Winds of change have begun to blow, though its direction needs to be monitored.

VANI’'s engagement with Department of Economic Affairs (DEA) has been
productive. Our stand on direct financial assistance from foreign donors to Indian
NGOs user friendly and fast tracked has been under active consideration of the
Department. Once the consideration becomes a policy enumeration, large members of
registered associations accessing direct financial assistance from donors will find it easy
to carry on their work. Some positive developments on this issue may bear good fruits
and ease department’s policy on bi-lateral funding in case of direct funding to the
NGOs.

VANI, alive to its mandate and realising the necessity, continued to focus on
building better governance mechanisms amongst its membership base by providing
capacity building programmes and training on good governance and financial
reporting. Both are essential for the voluntary sector as its gives them an opportunity
to do their work differently and innovatively, besides adhering to the rules and laws as
prescribed by concerned authorities. To sensitise the sector, VANI organised workshops
in North-East, Kolkata, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh and Maharashtra
which have made good impact on the sector and we will continue to strengthen the
capacity of our members for better results.

The state level networking undertaken by VANI in six states has been another
special point during the period under review. The network activities in Uttar Pradesh,
Bihar and Madhya Pradesh have already seen fruition by way of having a network

each in there states, whereas networks in Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh and Maharashtra
will soon become a reality. The networks will, over the months, take charge of their
respective spaces and work in the larger interest of voluntary sector in their respective
geographical regions. VANI’s support to all such established networks will be
unflinching and unconditional. Our networking efforts in J & K, North-East, and Goa
are on and will also soon fructify.

| am also happy to inform that VANI has put in place a robust
mechanism of information dissemination for the benefit of its members and other
stakeholders of voluntary sector. We now have a dynamic website where members
having their own websites have been hyperlinked for better visibility of their work and
activities. The website has every information on VANI’s initiatives in various areas
including government acts, notifications, circulars, which has been continually
benefiting our members in particular.

VANI has also been disseminating important information on its policy engagement
with various stakeholders, state specific activities and serious developments through its
monthly e-news letter and quarterly news letter ‘Civil Society Voices’. The ‘Civil
Society Voices’, has become a much sought after news magazine focusing on serious
voluntary sector affairs and we are committed to make it a truly representative
magazine of the voluntary sector both by improving its design, layout and look and
also by inviting who’s who from the voluntary sector to contribute to it.

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plan of VANI. VANI's activities under networking,

advocacy, governance, international networking and
membership management programme have been aligned to its
goals and focused majorly on the specific issues impacting the
Voluntary Organisations. VANI expanded and strengthened its
networking initiatives at state, national and international levels.
In addition, keeping in mind the demands of changing political
environment, VANI adopted multiple strategies to address some
critical issues such as national policy for voluntary sector,
handbook on NPI statistics, establishment of GO-NGO Co-
ordination Committee, the proposed FCMC Bill, simplification
of bi-lateral aid policy and promotion of good governance
practices among Voluntary Organisations. At the same time
VANI pursued the challenge of improving the accountability of
its members and also of voluntary sector as a whole. In the
process, VANI set up the state networks to help with continuity
of these efforts. The process to bring about fundamental
transformations in the relationship between Government and
Voluntary Organisations has also been initiated. VANI managed
to achieve tangible results during reporting year which are all
set to give a more meaningful focus, to the voluntary sector in
India and will subsequently lead to improve its image.

The year 2005- 2006 was a year to follow up the strategic

Building and Strengthening State Level
Coalitions and Networks

VANI built state and regional level networks by identifying

common issues among Voluntary Organisations. To counter
benign neglect of Voluntary Organisations by the government
and improve upon GO-VO coordination and partnerships at
state level, Voluntary Organisations need to come together
under one umbrella within the states and also at the national
level. VANI builds, promotes and strengthens these networks to
bring consensus among Voluntary Organisations on policy
issues through regular interface. In the year 2005-2006, VANI
incessantly worked towards the goal of building and
strengthening state level coalitions and networks through
various activities.

VANI's networking programme in six states has been
progressing well. Network building in Madhya Pradesh
(MADHYA-VAN), Jharkhand (J-VAN) and Bihar (ABVA) has been
completed during the reporting period. In case of UP, efforts
have been made to make the existing network UPVAN more
broad based and inclusive. Maharashtra and Chhattisgarh are
well on the way to establish their
state networks. VANI is gaining
visibility in its state level
networking and  advocacy
initiatives along with partner
organisations. The state level
networks have identified issues
such as Right to Information,
National ~ Rural  Guarantee
Scheme, Strengthening State
level Networking, Good
Governance, State Policy for
Voluntary Organisations and
FCMC as high priority and devel-
oped strategic plan to address
these issues. In addition to the
above mentioned six states, VANI
has successfully expanded its
networking initiatives in
North East, J&K, Orissa and
Goa also.

At national level, VANI has been instrumental in bringing
about important recommendations and changes not only in
laws and legislation but also in national policies, through a
dialogue with parliamentarians, policy makers and social
activists. VANI also established its linkages with Chamber of
Commerce and Industry, Planning Commission, Home
Ministry and Department of Economic Affairs, National
Advisory Council and national level Civil Society
Organisations, national media and parliamentarians on the
issue of proposed FCMC Bill. VANI was instrumental in
setting up a GO-NGO coordination committee for disaster
management at national level at the planning commission.
The purpose of such coordination committee was to review
the situation in affected areas in the State of Jammu &
Kashmir, to assess emerging needs for relief and
rehabilitation, to identify roles that Voluntary Organisations
can play and evolve a mechanism for coordination with the
state government. VANI is pursuing this matter with other
state governments also.

Influencing National Government Policies and Laws
Regulating the Space of Voluntary Organisations

Impact Policies and Programmes of Multi-Lateral and Bilateral
Donor Agencies to Enhance Voluntary Organisation’s Role

VANI through its advocacy efforts, attempts to create a
conducive policy and legal environment for growth and
development of voluntary sector. It also aims to influence
development priorities of bilateral and multilateral donors, in
favour of the priorities of the community using collective
voice. VANI employs various advocacy strategies such as
representations (letters and petitions to decision makers),
meetings and dialogues with parliamentarians and bureau-
crats while organising workshops to educate stakeholders, to
influence decision makers and mobilise support for its
campaigns and issues. Some of the significant advocacy
campaigns taken during the reporting year include

1.

For a long time, VANI has been demanding a policy
document on the voluntary sector in India. The objective of
this policy is to create favourable conditions for VOs engaged
in public service to function well and work independently in
collaboration with other actors, in order to strengthen
participatory democracy, social justice, and equity. After
prolonged advocacy, the Planning Commission constituted a
pool of experts to work on the draft policy in 2005. Last year
a meeting was held on February 18, 2005, of leading
representatives of VOs to discuss the draft National Policy on
the Voluntary Sector under the Chairpersonship of Member,
Planning Commission. More than 15 representatives from

eminent NGOs contributed to the national policy on the
voluntary sector. It was decided that four expert groups may
be constituted to revise draft Policy.

The Commission assigned VANI to chair the expert group on
capacity building, training and governance. The four expert
groups worked on the draft policy and submitted it to the
Planning Commission. The policy has been discussed in three
rounds of Inter Planning Commission meetings and a note
has been forwarded to the cabinet for its approval. One of
the significant achievements of VANI's efforts in the
reporting period is the drafting of Voluntary Sector Policy. It is
noteworthy that the policy on voluntary sector has been
drafted by the voluntary sector people under the aegis of
Planning Commission. VANI's efforts in convincing the
Planning Commission to involve voluntary sector for such an
exercise yielded good results and the policy on voluntary
sector is at advanced stages of clearances. This event is a
perfect case of GO-NGO partnership in shaping the policy for
voluntary sector. The national policy on voluntary sector will
be a landmark event in the history of voluntary sector and a
feather in the cap of VANI.

VANI, UNDP and UNV on January 23, 2006 jointly organised
a consultation in New Delhi, to discuss the UN Handbook on
Non-Profit Institutions (NPI) in the System of National
Accounts. Around 60 Voluntary Organisation’s representa-
tives, government officials from various ministries, planning
commission, UNV and UNDP attended the consultation. A
proposal to gather reliable data on the contribution of
non-profit institutions in the economy has been presented to
Indian NGOs and Government Officials. The forum was
attended by officials from the Planning Commission, Ministry
of Statistics and Programme Implementation, Indian NGOs,
UNV, UNDP and Johns Hopkins University. The Ministry of
Statistics and Programme Implementation, Government of
India has set up a Task Force to undertake the exercise to
guantify the contribution of CSOs in Gross National Product
(GNP) with VANI as one of its members. This is an important
development since it will go long way to enhance the credi-
bility of the voluntary sector in terms of its contribution to the
economy.

FCRA was enacted in the year 1976 to regulate the
acceptance and utilisation of foreign funds in the country for
developmental, academic and religious activities. The act is
parked at the Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA), which
executes matters relating to receipt, monitoring and
utilisation of foreign funds received by duly registered
entities.

Since March 1999, VANI has been advocating and
pressing the government to make FCRA more transparent
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and user friendly. In order to address the issue, VANI
organised group and individual meetings with various
stakeholders and represented the same through the media to
the government to create a conducive environment around
FCRA issue.

Some other activities on FCMC undertaken during April
2005 to March 2006 are as follows:

On May17, 2005 VANI held a meeting of CSO experts to
review FCRA and made recommendations to Ministry of
Home Affairs.

On July 18, 2005, VANI organised a meeting on the
strategies for FCMC campaign at VANI Secretariat.

From July 2005, onwards VANI started persuading the
government that the proposed FCMC bill is not warranted
as FCRA is already there. Our position has been that the
voluntary sector is not against the law but that it wants
user-friendly and transparent conditions for smooth
functioning of the voluntary sector. The strategy adopted is
to sensitise media, politicians, and bureaucrats against the
proposed bill. VANI also held regional/state level
consultations in Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Uttar Pradesh
and Madhya Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Trichy, Gujarat, Goa,
Maharashtra on FCMC. VANI also brought out the appeal
and submitted petitions to the government.

VANI in collaboration with Voluntary Organisations of
Jharkhand, held a one-day consultative workshop on
August 12, 2005 in Ranchi and came up with an action
plan on the issue of FCMC at state level.

VANI organised a workshop on 'FCMC Bill* on December 5,
2005 in Raipur which was attended by around hundred

i.

representatives of Civil Society Organisations from all
districts of Chhattisgarh. All the participants unanimously
rejected the proposed FCMC Bill 2005 and extended their
support to VANI on this issue.

As part of the campaign to generate awareness of and
collective voice against FCMC Bill, a group of Chartered
Accountants, Advocates and Heads of Voluntary
Organisations met at PHD Chamber of Commerce and
Industry (PHDCCI) House in New Delhi on December 17,
2005.The group discussed provisions of the bill and its
implications and submitted a joint petition before various
concerned departments and ministries of the government.

FCMC advocacy launched by VANI received support from all
the stakeholders: parliamentarians, media, and other
eminent persons within the sector. So far, the bill has not
been tabled in the last two sessions of parliament and the
government is learnt to have a review of the proposed bill.
Well-researched documents were prepared on FCRA/FCMC &
foreign contribution laws in commonwealth countries by the
VANI Team and were circulated amongst all the stakeholders
to educate them and to generate awareness about the bill,
especially among grassroots Voluntary Organisations.

On November 11, 2005 VANI sent a Pre-Budget
Memorandum to Union Minister of Finance, Mr P
Chidambaram, on behalf of Indian Voluntary Sector on the
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following issues for the government's consideration along
with the possible suggested suggested solutions:

Registration: Some of the VOs are yet not registered with
income tax authorities. Under section 12 A, it is essential that
they get the registration. For such cases where VOs
are not yet registered, we suggest that an amnesty
(condonation) scheme may be announced for a limited
period of six months with a provision of condonation for
non-registration.

Method of Accounting: Currently, VOs use accrual basis or
cash basis of accounting. Institutions that are involved in
income generating activities adopt the accrual basis of
accounting for Income Generating Programmes and cash
basis of accounting for the grant-in-aids. Therefore it is
suggested that the voluntary organisations may be allowed
to maintain a hybrid system of accounting.

Income: National and international donors including the
government support voluntary agencies through grant-in-
aids. Presently, certain voluntary organisations treat this
receipt as capital income and certain others declare this as
income for income tax purposes. The department accepts
both points of view. It is essential that the department
specifically indicates that such grant-in-aids are not to be
taken as income.

Corpus Fund: The VOs, as a part of strategy for
sustainability, have undertaken to build up their Corpus Fund.
The exemption of corpus should include transfer of funds out
of the VOs' saving and internally generated sources (ceiling
may be fixed upto 10% or 15% of income) and the
definition of Corpus be expanded to include internally
generated funds also.

Micro-credit: ~ The government supports micro-credit
institutions and wishes to strengthen them. Most of them
are unregistered organisations under law and there is no
specific exemption for micro-finance institutions under the
Income Tax Act. It is suggested that, income of the
unorganised sector like Self Help Groups (SHGs) federations,
and other organisations of micro-credit institutions including
the micro-enterprises should be exempted under the Income
Tax Act.

Income Generation: As a strategy for their sustainability,
NGOs normally start income generating activities. In
addition, such activities are also used for the purpose of
giving employment to the people especially in rural areas.
Keeping in view the services being provided by NGOs in rural
areas, it is essential that the amount of surplus is fully
exempted (if the profit or surpluses earned are used only for
the activities of the associations and not used to be shared
amongst the members). Similarly, such activities undertaken
by NGOs should also be given specific exemption under
section 44 (AB) wherever applicable.

Capital Gains and TDS: The voluntary organisations may be
given specific and full exemption under capital gains and may
also be allowed to utilise the surpluses even for revenue
activities. Many VOs have undertaken construction activities
for the rural poor, using low cost technology and this
provision acts against the interest of such activities. Specific
exemption under TDS may be given for such activities
undertaken by NGOs in rural areas. Similarly, Income Tax
should also not be deducted from the interest payment
payable to the VOs, if NGOs are registered under Income Tax
and file their returns annually.

Accumulation of Funds: The VOs have been allowed to
accumulate 25% of their income, which was reduced to
15% in previous years. The benefit enjoyed by VOs may be
restored and they may be allowed to accumulate upto 25%
of their income.

Time limit for ‘80G’ and other Exemptions: There is an
enormous delay in granting the exemption, like 80 (G) and 35
(AC) to VOs by concerned Govt. departments which results in
frustration among genuine agencies. It is in this context, we
suggest that the Govt. may pass necessary orders to the con-
cerned departments who may actively undertake the issue of
giving approval to VOs within the maximum
period of six months.

Charity to be distinguished from Development and
Training and Skill Development: Charity should be
distinguished from ‘development’ and ‘training and skill
development®. In this connection, there has been a sugges-
tion to the CBDT that "charitable purpose™ as defined in
Section 2 (15) of the Income Tax Act may be replaced by
""charitable purpose including relief of the poor, education,
medical relief, and the advancement of any other public
cause or object for social environmental welfare including
economic empowerment and development of the weaker
and disadvantaged sections for sustainable livelihood and
social justice."

Grievance Settlement Mechanism: Currently there is no
grievance settlement mechanism either at the CBDT or at
commissionates for the NGO's which has resulted in
frustration to many NGOs. It is therefore suggested that the
ministry sets up standing committees both at CBDT and at
commissionates, to which NGOs can represent their
grievances and give suggestions for improving quality of
interfaces and interactions between the concerned
departments and the NGOs.

It was followed by the Post-Budget Memorandum to the
Union Minister on March 26, 2006 for withdrawal of Fringe
Benefit Tax, (FBT). VANI conveyed the concerns of the
voluntary sector over the imposition of Fringe Benefit Tax
(FBT) that proposed to tax voluntary organisations on
perquisites. Under FBT government has planned to tax all the
grants received directly from government agencies, national
and international donors. It would have heavily affected the
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sector because the donors would have found difficult to pay
for fringe benefits to the NGOs (such as travel, telephone,
conferences etc).

Due to VANI’s efforts, Fringe Benefit Tax (FBT) was waived
and no further adverse announcement affecting the
voluntary sector was made by the government.

5.

VANI continues to represent voluntary sector on the issue of
bilateral and multi lateral aid policy. In the same context, on
December 24th, 2004, Dr Rajesh Tandon, Chairperson of
VANI and Mr Pooran Chandra Pandey, CEO, VANI met with
Dr Rakesh Mohan, the then Secretary, Department of
Economic Affairs (DEA), on the issue. To keep up with the
efforts, CEO, VANI petitioned before Mr Ashok Chawla,
Additional Secretary, Department of Economic Affairs, to
simplify the procedure of direct bi-lateral funding given to the
CSOs, on March 29th and 31st, 2006. A formal
representation on the issue has been submitted and VANI has
been assured of a positive outcome on the issue soon. Due
to VANI's continued effort, DEA also issued a circular on its
position on bi-lateral aid policy.

6.

On February 21st, 2005, the Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
released a circular on ‘Know Your Customer’ Guidelines,

classifying NGOs under high Risk Customer Category.
Providing its comments on the circular, VANI petitioned
before the RBI to delete NGOs out from the list of high risk
customers through a subsequent notice in order to facilitate
a smoother mechanism for opening bank accounts by NGOs,
especially at grassroots, besides improving the image of
NGOs in the eyes of banks and local public, caused due to
the circular. Followed by VANI's efforts, RBI has since written
back to VANI explaining the issue and assuring VANI that the
circular is just an advisory and will not impact voluntary
sector. VANI also represented the VO's concern on the same
to Planning Commission which was taken up by the
Commission before the RBI. The Planning Commission has
assured VANI of it's assistance in resolving any matter that
affects Voluntary Orgnaisations through the circular.

7.

VANI organised a meeting of voluntary sector experts in
accounting and finance to review an exposure draft of the
Revised Accounting Standards Interpretations on May 17th,
2005 at the VANI Secretariat in New Delhi. Feedback from
the consultation was forwarded to the Accounting Standards
Board of Institute of Chartered Accountants (ICAI) of India.
The consultation was also aimed at examining issues related
to the provisions on the Foreign Contribution and Regulation
Act (FCRA), Legal, Operating and Fiscal Environment of the
Draft National Policy on the Voluntary Sector, Income Tax and
Fringe Benefit Tax.

8.

VANI has made following efforts to establish an cohesive
relationship between Government and Non-Government
organisations;

It initiated the process of establishing a GO-NGO
Coordination Committee at the national level involving
Planning Commission and subsequently at state levels for
better coordination when disasters break out. VANI in
consultation with voluntary sector and other stakeholders
has been able to convince the Planning Commission to
have a national level GO-NGO Coordination Committee to
monitor and interface with state governments in times of
disasters. VANI is now planning to take this matter up with
the state governments and request them to follow the
same model for effective and better co-ordination between
the state and the central ministries during the times of
disasters.

VANI, due to its stature and being the apex national
association, was also invited by the Ministry of Finance,
Government of India to participate in the half-day
consultation on May 20th, 2005 on food subsidy and the
role of the Civil Society Organisations in improving efficien-
cy and delivery mechanisms in institutions such as Food
Corporation of India (FCI), using the governance model as
followed by voluntary sector.

On November 28, 2005, VANI hosted a meeting of core
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group members of Sphere India, a consortium of NGOs
involved in Disaster Management Bill in New Delhi. VANI
has also been part of Sphere India's core group which is
currently developing mechanisms to improve GO-NGO
Coordination in disaster management.

On January 9th, 2006, a meeting was organised to facilitate
GO-NGO coordination for Jammu & Kashmir earthquake
relief and rehabilitation work under the chairpersonship of
Dr Syeda Hameed, Member, Planning Commission in New
Delhi. VANI's role as a facilitator has been appreciated by
Planning Commission in this regard.

Improving NGO Governance

VANI promotes good governance among Voluntary
Organisations for greater accountability and credibility. It was
observed that there was limited understanding of Good
Governance among Civil Society Organisations as most of
them relate governance with maintaining books of accounts
and financial reporting. However, they miss out on other
important aspects of Good Governance, such as
responsibility of the governing board, adherence to laws
applicable to NGOs, programme accountability etc. There is a
need to inculcate and promote good practices by building
capacities of CSOs in Good Governance, which might take
longer time than estimated. VANI continues to be vigilant in
making good governance a prime agenda among
development NGOs. VANI has been promoting good
governance practices in a variety of ways. It conducts
workshops where member organisations and experts share
experiences and adopt models for good governance. VANI
documents such proceedings and disseminates the
information through website, e-newsletter, quarterly
magazine, important press clippings via emails, workshop
reports and proceedings. While keeping its goals in sight,
VANI did the following activities during the reporting year
under the governance programme:

A one-day workshop was organised on ‘'Creating
Conducive Environment for Youth Voluntarism' in New
Delhi on April 12th, 2005. Around 50 people attended the
workshop. The three major themes identified during the
workshop included improving the image of voluntarism,
creating challenging opportunities for voluntarism and
inculcating value-based actions.

VANI organised a two-day workshop during July 5th and
6th, 2005 on 'Meeting the Challenges in Developing
Approaches and Alliance to Improve CSO Legitimacy,
Transparency and Accountability® in association with Ford
Foundation, Action Aid International and Social Watch
India. The workshop which was attended by 45 participants
aimed at providing an opportunity to bring together
practitioners to initiate debate, share best practices and

experiences and tools with a view to improve
accountability of CSOs, to build alliances and to deepen
and promote efforts on LTA.

VANI was invited to attend a workshop in Bhubneshwar
during 29th and 30th December 2005. The purpose was
to provide inputs to the report on civil society index
mapping exercise conducted by Centre for Youth & Social
Development (CYSD) and CIVICUS. It aimed to create a
knowledge base and impetus for Civil Society to strengthen
initiatives in the state of Orissa.

A two-day workshop was organised in Guwahati during
March 7th and 8th, 2006 to sensitise and educate CSOs in
good governance and best practices in the North-East
region (Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya, Manipur,
Nagaland and Tripura) of the country. It was organised in
association with Church's Auxiliary for Social Action (CASA)
and National Foundation for India (NFl). It was attended by
41 senior CSO representatives and media also gave a good
coverage of the event in the regional dailies. It was felt that
the North-East needed more of such interface with CSOs to
sensitise them on the issues of good governance. A
Steering Committee of select organisations representing
the states in the region was set up as a direct outcome of
this meeting. Voluntary Action Network North-East (VAN-
NE) was set up as a result of this meeting which will be
headed by CASA- Guwahati with support from VANI.

A two-day workshop on good governance and best
practices was held in Kolkata, during March 10th-11th,
2006 covering the eastern region of India (Orissa,
Chattisgarh, Jharkhand and West Bengal). It was organised
in association with Mass Education, Kolkata and Voluntary
Services Overseas (VSO) India and attened by around 44
CSO representatives. It led to the decision that VANI & VSO
India will form an e-group of the NGOs, to promote debate
and dialogue on good governance.

VANI has been instrumental in putting together efforts to
bring international voluntary organisations on a single
platform through various means such as regular interface,
meetings, and consultations and cross exposure visits. It is
towards this goal that VANI has created some important
liaisons with various networks internationally such as INTRAC,
CIVICUS, Commonwealth Foundation, Coordination SUD,
ABONG and CONGAD. Our initiative stems from the preva-
lent global opinion that advocacy actions aimed at public
opinion as well as lobby actions aimed at negotiators will be
influential in generating a favorable environment towards
creating a more sustainable and fair world. The time of pure
inter-governmental deliberations is over and in the changing
context, VANI has taken the following international initiatives
during the reporting year:

1.

VAN is part of an evolving global alliance of NGO platforms
involving ABONG (National Platform of NGOs in Brazil),
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CONGAD (National Platform of NGOs in Senegal) and
Co-ordination SUD (National Platform of NGOs in France).
The recent development hopes to enlarge the alliance by
working together on a common cause. This initiative is a
clear example of building civil society based or NGOs led
global diplomacy. VANI along with Coordination Sud of
France initiated a dialogue on World Trade Organisation
(WTO) issues. In this regard, VANI organised a half-day long
meeting on May 20th, 2005 in New Delhi with
representatives from various Civil Society Organisations.

In view of the 6th WTO Inter-Ministerial meeting in Hong
Kong and its importance to civil society, VANI organised
‘Asian Meet prior to 6th WTO Ministerial Conference' of
national platforms from South and Southeast Asia and
China during October 24th and 26th, 2005 in New Delhi.
Representatives and heads of NGO platforms from
Cambodia, China, India, France, Nepal, Pakistan, the
Philippines and Sri Lanka discussed country perspectives on
WTO issues relating to agriculture, and

Committee of Whole is the highest advisory body at
Commonwealth Foundation that facilitates interactions
between the representatives from government and civil
society organisations from the Commonwealth region. The
Commonwealth Foundation invited VANI, as an accredited
NGO, to attend the Commonwealth Heads of Government
Meeting in Malta from 21st to 25th November, 2005. CEO,
VANI contributed to the exercise by bringing out the
communiqué prepared during CHOGM in Malta; and also
interacted with senior government officials present during
the CHOGM.

The WTO Ministerial Meet in Hong Kong during December
13th-18th, 2005, was attended by VANI's working
committee members Ms Gurinder Kaur, Mr Sharad Joshi, and
Mr K S Gopal. It was followed by Mr K S Gopal's
representation for VANI in the Paris Ministerial Meeting on
Innovative Development Financing, during 28th February to
1st March 2006. VANI also participated in a workshop on

explored the potential for shared agreements
among countries and advocacy at national and
international levels. The group came up with a
joint statement calling for the protection of
each nation’s right to agriculture.

VANI and the Commonwealth Foundation
worked together to assess and review the pos-
sibilities of promoting Commonwealth Agenda
through Government-NGO Partnership and
organised a half-day national level consultation
on the theme 'The Role of Government-NGO
Partnership in Promoting Commonwealth
Agenda' on July 7th, 2005 in New Delhi. The
meeting was part of Commonwealth initiative
to hold national consultation prior to CHOGM
meet in Malta in November, 2005. It was fol-
lowed by the half day workshop on ‘Role of
National CSO Platform in Advancing
Commonwealth Agenda on 23rd November,
2005 at Girlamo Cassar, Mediterranean
Conference Centre, Malta. This workshop was
organised by VANI during representation at
‘Commonwealth Heads of Government

Meeting'
(CHOGM) in Malta from 21st to 25th November,
2005, with the aim to bring national voluntary organisa-
tions together on a single platform for a discussion
on advancing agenda set forth in 'Harare Declaration
of Commonwealth’.

2.

VANI played an effective role, in exploring the possibility of
working with other stakeholders at international level by
participating in various international events which facilitated
better networking with government officials, CSOs and other
stakeholders of the sector. This also resulted in a better image
building process at the international levels.

VANI attended the *Committee of Whole' meet in London,
UK during 30th September to 3rd October 2005. The

‘Counter-terrorism Measures' organised by International
NGO Training and Research Centre (INTRAC) and Inter church
Organisation for Development Co-operation on 26th to 27th
January 2006. The seminar was aimed at discussing the
nature and impact of Counter -terrorism Measures (CTMs),
especially on Civil Society Organisations.

On the invitation of Coordination Sud, VANI was
represented by its working committee member Mr Sharad
Joshi, at World Social Forum during January 24th -29th, 2006
at Mali in South Africa. In addition, CEO, VANI also attended
a workshop on 'The Future of Aid: User Perspectives on
Reform of the International Aid System' organised by
Commonwealth Foundation and La Francophonie in Dhaka,
Bangladesh during March 20th & 21st, 2006. The workshop
aimed to formulate regional perspective on the current
practices and necessary reforms of the international aid
system from the viewpoint of Asian users.
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VANI hosted an exposure tour for Chinese government
officials from 6th to 13th June 2005, who came to
understand about poverty alleviation policies and
programmes of government of India and the roles and
effectiveness of NGOs in helping the government address
poverty effectively.
A team of young parliamentarians from the Netherlands
visited VANI on 24th August 2005, to learn about roles,
challenges and issues facing the Indian Voluntary Sector.
The visit was part of an initiative taken by ICCO,
Netherlands.
A three-member delegation from Afghanistan Government
visited VANI secretariat on 18th December, 2005, to know
about the role of VANI. The aim of the visit was also to
observe the general situation and status on NGOs in India
and to learn as how Indian NGOs operate and manage their
programmes with support from government /donor
agencies.
VANI coordinated the trip and provided the visiting
delegates from SUNFO-Sri Lanka-United Nations Friendship
Organisation an exposure to various CSOs operating in
different fields and areas. Three volunteers along with a
team leader visited India during 5th to 19th February, 2006,
under its Inter-cultural and Service Understanding
Programme

These visits benefited VANI in exploring greater scope for

international networking and good learning opportunities in

term of international practices.

Increasing the Participation of Members through Timely and
Relevant Information and Capacity Building Activities

VANI aims to increase the participation of members through
timely and relevant information and capacity building
activities. Our projects and activities to increase membership
participation include updating VANI's database of members,
building capacities of members through workshops and
providing information on best practices in the sector through
our e-newsletter, news magazine, website and reports. Some
of the significant changes and activities during the reporting
year in membership management as well as VANI services
worth mentioning are as follows:

1.

VANI's Working Committee has been expanded from earlier
13 members to 22 members with effect from October 26th,
2005. The 9 new members come from different fields and
expertise and are expected to further strengthen VANI's
capacity. While contributing their diverse skills to VANI, they
also represent regional constituencies besides being a critical
voice and representative of VANI in their respective regions. To

improve internal governance within VANI and to facilitate
speedy disbursal of various issues, VANI has constituted four
sub-committees to advise and monitor VANI secretariat. These
sub committees are on different issues like state level network
building programmes, national policy advocacy, international
collaborations, national convention, etc. The working
committee meets at regular intervals to guide the secretariat
on above and other issues concerning the organisation.

2.

VANI intends to come up with a directory of the profile of its
members. The forms were sent to the members for updating
of their records. The database has been updated with recent
information about programmes, activities and organisational
capacities of the members. With this updated information,
VANI intends to come up with a directory of the profile of its
members. We are also happy to note, that in the reporting
year there has been an exceptional increase of 65% in the
membership fees collection, due to consistent efforts and
repeated follow up of the members by VANI staff.

3.

In its commitment to improve its membership services, VANI
secretariat has come up with the following new information
services:

Website: VANI launched its website in March 2005 to
facilitate timely information dissemination. Apart from
publishing various news and events which affect voluntary
organisations, the website provides brief detail of all VANI
members (networks, organisations and individuals). Since
March 2005, our record shows that the website has been vis-
ited 16000 times till 31st March 2006. It has been growing as
the most sought after information bank for all stakeholders
of the voluntary sector. We have continuously been updating
our website to reflect changes and progress in our pro-
grammes and activities as well as provide updated informa-
tion on voluntary sector. The site now
contains more information on Indian
voluntary sector, links to relevant gov-
ernment agencies, VANI conference
and consultation reports and campaign
materials for FCMC.

News magazine: Since March 2005,
VANI started publishing its quarterly news
magazine "Civil Society Voices' on a regu-
lar and timely basis. The magazine covers
a wide range of issues like governance, rural technology, bi-lat-
eral aid, global democracy, WTO & agriculture. The magazine
also has information on events, articles and write-ups, besides
news and information on government circulars, advisories, etc.
The magazine currently has a readership of 10,000 people.

e-Newsletter: VANI also keeps its members and stakeholders

Digital library: One of the interesting initiative taken by the
secretariat's IT unit during the reporting year was to digitise
and catalogue VANI publications such as books, reports,
newsletters and magazines and annual reports. It is to facilitate
easy identification of the publications under relevant topics.

Databases: The IT unit has also created databases for the
Funding agencies, Media contacts, PACS partners, National
Advisory Council members. This database is available free of
cost for our members.

Information Dissemination: We update our members
regularly via emails and post on government circulars/notifica-

VANI secretariat now has a fully functional IT
driven office and it has also been motivating as well as helping
its members, to adopt information technology (IT) for effective
communication, storage of data and improved visibility. VANI
has also hyperlinked its members through its website.
